The purpose of Upward Bound Math-Science
is to help students achieve the motivation, the
confidence and the academic preparation
needed to complete college and successfully
pursue careers in mathematics and science.

What is the cost?

- All expenses for participants are paid by
Upward Bound Math-Science through fund-
ing from the U.S. Department of Education,
including room and board, classroom sup-
plies and entrance fees and food on field
trips.

Who is eligible to participate?

An eligible applicant must:

- Be a freshman, sophomore or junior at a
high school that is served by UBMS;

- Qualify as a member of a low-income fam-
ily and/or as a prospective first-generation
college student (neither parent has a four-
year college degree);

- Be a U.S. citizen, national, or permanent
resident, or provide documentation of status
from the Immigration and Nationalization
Service;

- Have a need for academic or personal sup-
port services; AND

- Provide a recommendation from their math
or science teacher.

Accepted students commit to two consecutive

summers of participation and limited academic

year activities. (See “Academic Year.")

Summer Session

The five week residential Summer Session (six

weeks for rising seniors) includes:

- Mentored research in a math- or science-
related subject such as biology, chemistry,
engineering, computer science or physics;

- ACT preparation (all content areas);

- Tutoring as needed in core subject areas;

- English & Literature - Study and discussion
of literature from different periods;

- Choice of one class, such as history, art or a
foreign language (These are different from
traditional high school classes and include
more student discussion and participation.);

- Field trips to area businesses that employ
professionals in math/science related careers;

- Cultural enrichment — students visit muse-
ums, theaters, ethnic restaurants and other
attractions in places such as Little Rock,
Memphis and Heber Springs;

- Athree-day field trip to a regional city for
cultural and recreational activities;

- Room and board while residing on the Lyon
College campus; and

- $15 per week stipend for students in good
standing.

Academic Year

Each student completes an individualized

schedule of activities during the academic year

that includes:

- Enrolling in recommended high school
classes;

- Taking the ACT (UBMS pays the fee);

- Participating in extra-curricular activities in
their school or community to develop lead-
ership skills;

- Researching colleges of interest; and

- Completing a supervised research activity
(usually done in conjunction with regular
high school coursework).
